LETTER FROM THE DIRECTOR

The Butler County landscape has changed considerably since our department was formed
in the 1930s. Large tracts of farm land have given way to light industrial development and
carefully planned residential neighborhoods, creating an economically vibrant community

that is one of the most desirable areas in the Greater Cincinnati region.

Butler County Department of Environmental Services’ primary function has always been
to provide safe drinking water and sanitary sewer service in the unincorporated areas
of Butler County. As the county has changed, so has BCDES. Our water and sewer
service area has grown from a small part of Fairfield Township to more than 120,000
people in West Chester, Liberty, Lemon, Fairfield, Hanover and Ross townships, the city

of Monroe and the village of New Miami.

Our scope of services has grown as well; in addition to providing exceptional water and
sewer service, BCDES offers award-winning, innovative recycling programs to all Butler
County residents. The on-demand Freon Appliance Collection, bi-monthly Electronic
Waste Recycling Program and weekly Household Hazardous Waste Program take in
hard-to-recycle items, and 22 drop boxes bring recycling to all county residents. A new

program pays communities an incentive based on the amount of material residents recycle.

This report marks the significant changes in our department—the program innovations
and infrastructure investments—which have made BCDES a leader in providing the

highest quality water and wastewater service and recycling programs. Throughout our
history, we have looked for ways to control costs, identify innovations and enhance our

environmental performance.
