The Solid Waste District offers special collection

programs to recycle several different types of 

household products. Our special collection 

programs include Residential Computer and 

Electronic Waste, Freon Appliances—picked 

up at the curb for all Butler County residents 

at no charge, and Household Hazardous Waste, 

which includes old paint, unused/unwanted 

prescription medications, mercury thermometers, 

fluorescent light bulbs, household and automotive 

batteries, automotive fluids, pesticides and other 

hazardous items.

Pollution Prevention Assistance to Businesses

During the summer of 2007, BCDES implemented a new business intern program and 

partnered with TechSolve to help three local companies—Aeronca, Dell, and Skyline 

Chili —address waste generation disposal and energy consumption. BCDES and TechSolve 

evaluated potential recycling markets/brokers for Aeronca’s and Dell’s multi-faceted waste 

streams and identified energy grant opportunities available to Skyline. The program has 

resulted in new recycling programs and energy grant pursuits, which could mean long-term 

savings as waste-energy reduction activities gain momentum.
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Community recycling rates and tons collected

Special Collection Programs

Community recycling rates and tonnages are determined based on the recyclables collected 
through residential curbside and community drop-boxes. The tonnages are made up of 
aluminum, plastics 1 and 2, glass, mixed-paper, paperboard and cardboard. The percent 
recycled is the rate at which each community recycles.
